Agreement to Hold Harmless and Assumption of Risk/Disclaimer: 

I understand that I am entering into a binding agreement for private dog training with Your Best Dog and its trainer, Kim Downing.  I hereby waive and release Your Best Dog and Kim Downing from any and all liability of any nature including any damage or injury that might be sustained in the training process to the dog, handler, or anyone associated with the handler.  This includes during the actual training session with Kim Downing and also outside of these training sessions.  I assume all risk for my actions and the actions of my dog.  Kim Downing cannot guarantee the behavior of the dog at any time before, during, or following training and is not responsible for any actions of the dog before, during, or following training. 

I am responsible for my dog’s well being and overall control during and outside of training sessions.  I assume all risk of any equipment malfunction such as broken collars, dropped leashes, or a dog that escapes the equipment. 

I understand that there are no guarantees, implied or otherwise, for the efficacy of the training for my dog.  All dogs are individuals and the efficacy of the training will be directly related to my commitment to the dog and the training process. 

I certify that my dog is healthy, has no contagious or communicable diseases, and is current on age appropriate vaccinations.  If my dog becomes sick or contagious, I will not have a training session with Your Best Dog/Kim Downing, will immediately alert of the problem, and will reschedule if need be.

Upon entering into this contract, private training sessions begin and end within 6 months of the date of the contract.  I understand that training sessions will be scheduled as conveniently as possible, but that I am entirely responsible for contacting Your Best Dog/Kim Downing to schedule follow-up sessions and report my dog’s progress.  Completion must occur within 6 months (unless written permission otherwise).  Sessions not completed within the 6 month time frame will be forfeited and not refunded.  
It is my responsibility to follow through with scheduled training sessions.  I am allowed to change days and times within a reasonable time period (24 hours notice).  If an emergency occurs within a few hours of our appointment, I will be given the chance to reschedule (determination of emergency is defined at the trainer’s discretion).  If I have scheduled an appointment with Kim Downing, and I am not available or at the defined meeting spot, this session will be forfeited and treated as a training session.
